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Technology & eBusiness Expo 05 - Exhibitor Terms And Conditions

PAYMENT FOR STAND - Payment must be made in accordance with the payment terms on the Booking Form – immediate payment on receipt of invoice. If such payment is not made by the stated dates the Organisers shall have the right to re-allot the stand. The participant is liable for the cost of the stand booking under the terms of the ‘Cancellation of the stand booking’ clause.

CANCELLATION OF THE STAND BOOKING - Any participant cancelling the stand booking after official acknowledgement and allocation of the stand has been made by the Organisers, or any participant failing to participate at the event once allocation of the stand has been made, is liable for the total charge for the stand originally contracted. A participant reducing the stand booking after official allotment of the stand may at the organisers’ discretion be liable for payment of the total charge of the original booking. 
DURATION OF THE EVENT - The Event will be open from 9.00am to 5.00pm on Wednesday 30 November 2005.  Exhibitors must ensure that stands are manned throughout this time.  The Exhibitor must be ready and able to conduct business during exhibition hours.
EVENT TENACY - Adequate time will be allowed by the Organisers for the erection of stands and technical connections, also for the dismantling of stands and the removal of all exhibits and contractors’ materials. 
REMOVAL OF EXHIBITS - No exhibit shall be packed, removed or dismantled prior to the closing of the Exhibition. If the Exhibitor acts in breach of this provision he shall pay to the Organiser by way of compensation for the distraction to the Exhibition's appearance and in addition to all sums otherwise payable to the Organiser under these Terms and Conditions a sum equal to one third of the total amount payable by the Exhibitor for his allocated stand.

The Exhibitor will be liable for all storage and handling charges resulting from his failure to remove all exhibits and display materials from his allocated stand space. Please note that there is no storage space on site for this event.

The Exhibitor must surrender any occupied space in its original condition The Exhibitor shall make good and indemnify the Organiser for any damage caused by the Exhibitor his employees agents or contractors to the Exhibition premises or to any space occupied by the Exhibitor. 

PROHIBITION OF TRANSFER - Participants may not assign, sub-let or grant licenses in respect of the whole or any part of the stand allotted to them, nor may any cards, advertisements, or printed matter of firms or companies who are not bona fie participants be shown or distributed from any stand.
STAND POSITIONS - The Organisers reserve the right to adjust the positions of stands to conform to regulations pertaining to public safety, service supplies and final uniform layout of the finished event. In all cases prior notification will be made to the company concerned. 

DANGEROUS MATERIALS - The following are excluded from the event: explosives, detonating or fulminating compounds, and all dangerous or harmful substances including priming, fireworks, matches, etc. Priming, fireworks, matches and similar objects can only be exhibited in the form of imitations and on condition that they contain no inflammable matter. Only goods described at the time of application may be displayed on stands, and any goods not approved by the Organisers must be removed from the building.

FIRE PRECAUTIONS - All materials used for building, decorating or covering stands must be of non-flammable materials. Participants must comply with any reasonable instructions given by the Organisers, or the licensees of the halls, or any Local or other Authority.

ELECTRICAL INSTALLATIONS – Electrical connections can only be made by an official contractor. Electrical connection costs are provided at the Exhibitor’s expense.
PHOTOGRAPHS - No stand or article may be photographed, drawn, copied or reproduced in any way without permission of the Organisers.    

ADMISSION - Admission is by special invitation ticket issued by the Organisers. Visitors must give such proof as required of their bona fide interest in the Event and the organisers reserve the right to refuse admission, without assigning any reason. The special invitation tickets will be made available in bulk to participating companies.
The Exhibitor acknowledges that the Organiser shall not be held responsible for the failure of all or any other contracted exhibitors to amend the Exhibition or the failure of any number of attendees to attend the Exhibition for any reason beyond the reasonable control of the Organiser.  Any application for stand space or any acceptance thereof by the Organiser shall not be conditional on the presence or location of any other exhibitor at the Exhibition or any other exhibition. 
EXCLUSION OF PERSONNEL - The Organiser reserves the right in its absolute discretion to exclude or remove from the Exhibition any person whose presence is or is likely to be undesirable and the Organiser may exercise such right notwithstanding that any such person is the employee, agent or contractor of the Exhibitor or otherwise in any way connected or associated with the Exhibitor.

UNDESIRABLE ACTIVITIES - If it appears to the Organiser that the Exhibitor may be engaged in activities which are deemed to be contrary to the best interests of the Exhibition or which appear unethical or to be in breach of the law, the Organiser may without being under any liability to refund or abate any charges paid or due herein, cancel any stand space allocation which may have been made to the Exhibitor and require him forthwith to vacate the stand space allocated to him and refuse the Exhibitor the right to participate further in the Exhibition. 

Canvassing for orders, except by the Exhibitor on his own stand in the normal course of his business is strictly prohibited. The distribution or display by the Exhibitor of printed or other placards, handbills or circulars or other articles except by the Exhibitor on his own display space is prohibited, except by prior written agreement with the Organiser.

INSOLVENCY - In the event of a participating company entering into liquidation, whether compulsory or voluntary (save for the purpose of reconstruction or amalgamation) or, being an individual committing any act of bankruptcy, or whether a company or an individual, calling any meeting of, or making any arrangement with creditors, or permitting any judgement to remain unsatisfied for seven days, or a receiver of any of the assets of the company being appointed or any distress or execution being levied upon any goods or premises of the company, the Organisers shall have the right to terminate any contract with, to cancel the allotment of the stand and to retain all monies paid by, the participating company under such contract.

GENERAL INSTRUCTION AND REGULATIONS - Companies must comply with all reasonable instructions given by the Organisers or the Hall Owners and must observe all regulations issued by the Hall Owners for exhibition organisers, stand-holders, exhibitors and contractors, which regulations shall be deemed to be incorporated in any contract between a participant and the Organisers.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY - The Organisers will not be responsible for the safety of any exhibit or property of any participant, staff, contractors, or agents or any other persons, or for the loss or injury or damage or destruction of the same, by theft, fire or other cause whatsoever, or for any loss or injury or damage whatsoever sustained by any participants by reason of any defect in the building, fire, storm, tempest, lightning, national emergency, labour disputes, strike, lockouts, civil disturbances, explosion, inevitable accident, force majeure or any other cause not within the control of the organisers whether ejusdem generis or not, or for any other loss or injury to or damage whatsoever, or if by reason of the happenings of such events, the opening of the event is prevented, postponed or abandoned or the building becomes wholly or partially unavailable for the holding of the event, or if the participant suffers any other damage whatsoever. As the Organisers will accept no responsibility for any loss or injury to or damage suffered by any participant, they should cover themselves by insurance in respect thereof.

INSURANCE - The Exhibitor shall carry public liability insurance against personal injury death or damage to or loss of property by any cause whatsoever. Proof in writing of such insurance should be available at any time to the Organiser from the time of completing the Exhibitor Pro-Forma.  If this is not held, then the Organiser, without notice may cancel any allocation of stand and will be entitled to re-sell. The Exhibitor shall also ensure that he has full indemnity insurance against the usual risks in respect of all loss damage or injury to goods and persons.

CANCELLATION BY ORGANISERS - The Organisers reserve the right to cancel any booking, and should it do so its sole liability shall be to refund all monies paid by that company. 
In the event that for any reason outside the Organisers reasonable control (including without limitation any strike or other industrial action involving the Organisers own workforce) the Exhibition or any part thereof is prevented from taking place in a particular location or on a particular date the Organiser shall be entitled in its absolute discretion to cancel, relocate or change the date of all or any part of the event ore reduce the planned period for preparation, display or dismantling of the Exhibition and in such event any refund or payments to the Exhibitor shall be at the absolute discretion of the Organiser.  Such refund, if given, shall be such proportionate share of the balance of the aggregate exhibit fees received by the Organiser in relation to the Exhibition as the Organiser thinks fit after deducting expenses and costs incurred by and reasonable compensation for the Organiser, but in no case shall the amount of any refund to the Exhibitor exceed the amount paid by the Exhibitor nor shall the Exhibitor be entitled to review or audit any of the Organiser's financial records. 
In no circumstances shall the Organisers be liable for any loss.
CONTRACT - All contracts between participating companies and the organisers are subject to the English law.
